Y.D.U. UPDATE

By now all of you church pas tors should have
received the packet of information on the talent
contest, the photo contest, and next year's basket­
ball tournament . We hope you are all as e nt h usi­
asti c and excited about the program as we are here
in Pasa dena. We feel we have the greatest bunch
of teenagers in t he world and are strivin g t o sh ow
t hem that we d o apprecia te t hem by providing an
ou tlet wit h activities for them.

We h av e an excit ing and varied program in mind
- but it will on ly be a success to the degree you
men support it . If you are enthusiastic about the
program and show this to your congregations,
your enthusiasm will catch on with members and
teens. At the same time, however, if you are "cool"
toward the program and dis in te rested. t hat too
will be contagious. We would like t o encourage
any of you who don't particularly enjoy, or feel
comfortable working with the youth, to appoint
someone as youth coordinator who is enthusiastic
and does enjoy working with them .

In the U.S. and Canada we have about 17,000
teenagers attending church. In fact, baaed on 1974
Fes tival attendance figures, over 46% of our total
church attendance is under 20 years of age . This is
an incredibly high perce ntage when compared to
some churches, and should in itself answer the
frequently asked question as to why we need a
youth program. .

Ret urns from Y.O.U. brochures which went out
with Fes tival mailing have begun to com e in . So
far . we have received almost as much m oney in

general cont ribut ions from members wh o have no
teenagers as we have in mem bership contributions.
Many of the com me nts accompanying the general
donations from members have been very encour­
aging. Such terms as "God-sent ," "answer to
prayer," "very badly needed," and "long-over­
due," have frequentl y appeared. We will try t o
compile some of t hese comments and run them in
t he next issue .

One qu estion tha t has come up several times
regarding this broch ure is whether or not teen­
agers can participate in more than one activity.
The answer is that they can participate in as
man y activities as they feel they can hand le.

Your comm ents wou ld be welcomed or any
qu estions you may have about the program. We
appreciate your en thusiasm and support.

EMERGENCY FUND

Now that it has been over t wo years sin ce t he
las t update on the Emergency Fu nd, we would like
to make a few comments and reminders con­
cerning its use.

A central account is maintained at Heedquar­
ters, and each Church Pastor is issued a checkbook
to be used in emergency situations to alleviate an
immediate demand for payment in the local
church area. The checkbook should not be ccnsid­
ered solely as the "Emergen cy Fund" as in t he
past, but as an instrument provided to meet a
broad range of contingencies of a finan cial nature
in the conduct or performance of ministerial
responsibilities .

T he financial needs handled through the Emer-
gency checkbook faUin to three general categories:

1. Widow assistance (T hird Tithe)
2. Assis tance to individuals (Emergency Fund)
3. Urgent ministerial /church expenses

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Expenses may be paid by using the Emergency
checkbook if all of the following condit ions are
met :

L The need ca nnot wa it 10 or more days to
receive paymen t from Pasadena. Note : Needs
t hat can wa it 10 or more days may be
re q u e s t ed o n a Genera l Disburse m en t
Voucher, by memo, or by ca lli n g on the
WATS lines .

2. T h e check will alle viate an im m ed ia t e
demand for payment .

3. The expenditu re is for
a . Mem ber assistance. or
b. Urgen t min isterial/ ch ur ch expense. Note;

Ge ner al or rou t ine expenses shou ld be
paid by the Traveletter system or by using
Genera l Disb ursement Vouchers or Hall
Ren ta l Vouchers.

4. The check is not payable to "Cash" or yourself.
5. No t m or e t han $300 .00 is wri tten to the

sam e payee for t he same pu rpose. (Excep­
t ions must be a pproved by Headquar ters a nd
t he approver's name noted on the Emergen cy
Fund Expe nse Card.j

As with loa ns , no general assistance may be
given t o min isters in the em ploy of t he Church
without the approva l of Mr . Co le or Messrs.
M cNair, Pyle, or Flatt.

Each m on t h the Accounting De partment pro­
d uces an Exception Repor t (a listing of checks
tha t have cleared the bank for which we have no
correspondi ng expe nses car ds ) which lists t hou ­
sa nds of dollars of expenses that are unaccoun ted
for . Ne ver has it been be low $10-12,000, an d it has
rise n to over $50,000 on occas ion. Try t o picture
the pro blems you would have if you didn't keep a
chec k register of the expenses on your personal
checking account. T he n, m ult ip ly that problem by
200 times. That 's the number of checkbooks we
presently have in circu lat ion . So please don't be
deli nq uent in r epo r ting Emergency Fund
expendit ures.

Si nce this is a mul t ipurpose checking account,
as chec ks clear the cen t ral account, fun ds are
dr awn ou t of the " General Account" and it is
im pera tive that you send us the necessary backup
and documen ta tion which 'Will enable us to ma ke
t he necessary cost dis t rib ution in to the various
expense ca tegories. This backup is then retained in
our files as subs t antia t ion for the cancelled checks
and is subject to lRS audits.

Howeve r , as my memo will e xpl a i n, t here are many important con­
sid e r at i o n s t o b e weig he d -- the most i mpor t a n t s i ngle o ne being that
of budget .

Shor tly a f t e r comple t ing t h i s Bulletin I will be en r ou t e fo r a
quick t r i p to our Bric k e t Wood campus , t o geth e r with Fra nk Brown ,
Ro nald Da rt, Le s Mc Cu llo u gh, and Art Ferd i g -- a l l of whom will b e
eng a ge d in me eting s wi th var ious of o ur perso n ne l o n the Britis h c ampus.

By now yo u all know I have b e en entertaining ideas o f reopen ing the
Bri tish campus a s s oon as possible.

However , t o avoid a n y misunderstandings or false assumptions, I thought
it wi s e t o se nd a ll interes t ed parties a memorandum on the subject.

1 ) I am ho ping to b e a ble t o r e open the British campus without any
increas e in allo c at i on f rom the United States , meaning our present
fin a ncial p Olicy o f s ending no further monthly allocation beyond
January 1, 1 9 76 , remains in e f f ect , a nd any funds other than i nd i g e n o u s
Br i ti s h income ne e d e d for the maintenanc e of a smal l acade mic comp l e x
wo u l d have t o corne i n the f orm of travel subsidies, scholarships or
by othe r means fr om t h e various offices of the International Division,
a s well as a g rant f rom the newly-forme d Ambassad or International
Cu l tura l Founda tio n.

2) No one sho uld i n t erpre t the r e o pening of t he British c ampu s as
s ome "ma s s i v e l eap a head " in THE WORK i n England. Th e reopening of
t he a cad emi c compl e x is c ontemplate d as prec isely that - - a group
of stud ents o n c ampus for the p urpose of studying t oward t heir r espec ­
t i ve d e grees with t h e ho pe that s o me few (and i t would be unwise t o
spe culate on what p erc en tage, since bo th the nee ds of the Work and
the d ictate s of budget wo uld arbitrate ) might eve ntually b e drafted
in t o t h e International Divisio n of God's Wor k .

THE WORK in Britain would b e l a r g e l y unaffected . By that I mean t o
say t h a t all a ctivitie s connec t ed with the preaching of t he Gospe l
o f the Kingdo m as a witness woul d remain precisely as they are , with
the Plain Truth 's printing , c i rculation, newsstand program ; act ivities
of church administration , i n clud i ng lectures a nd maintenance of chur ches
and Bible studies , r e main ing prec ise ly as they are a nd being unaffected
directly by the poss i ble r e o p e n i ng of the academic complex .

I n t h e s e ear ly s tages of a " fi nanc ia l fea s ib i l ity study , " i t would be
p r ecipitous t o conc lude t h e r e o p e n i ng of the campus i s even possible
this fall , i n t he comi ng wint e r te rm , o r e ven soone r t h a n t h e a utumn
of 1 9 7 6 . Present conditions in Br i t ai n -- with c o n t i n u i ng r u naw a y
i nf lation, t he ma n y gover nmen t and po l it ica l proble ms (Brit ish news­
papers are h e a v i l y l a c e d with t alk s o f s tr i ke) , p l us t he total i n c o me
p icture for God 's Work a round the world a s a who le -- will a l l we igh
heavi ly , n o t o n ly i n t he d e cisio n whe ther to r e open t h e a c a d e mic
c omple x i n Bric ke t Wo o d a t all, but I F i t i s r e o pe ne d, WHEN .

EUROPEAN TRIP
(Tel exed f rom London)

Well , greetings again t o all of you from London.
Don 't beli eve eve ry t hing yo u hear about English
weather . We ha ve bee n here and in Europe for
three weeks now and have had some of the best
California wea ther imaginable . Brigh t sunshine,
clear an d around 80 degrees has been the order of
the day all the t ime.

Wayne Cole a nd I ha d a min isterial meet ing
wi th everyone here June 23 t hrough 26. Mr. H unt ­
ing a nd all of those I have spo ken wi t h feel it was
most helpful and hope we can do something sim­
ilar once or twi ce a year.

We ha d a round 50 t o 60 in at tendance including
the men from the Continent, t wo of whom spoke
no English . Bu t with t he help of their fellow min­
iste rs, who interpreted as we spoke, t hey were a ble
t o get along very well and gene ra lly were able to
u nderstand what was going on. We covered gen ­
eral topics just as Wayn e and I have been doing in
other conferenc es.

Following the meetings, Steve Martin and I had
a few days of work mee tings with Mr. H unt ing and
Staff. It is not secret that t he budgetary reduc­
tions made here ha ve created some problems. Bu t
I am happy to say t hat some very en couraging
steps have been made. T he campaigns here in
Great Brit ain have been very well received and
several new ch urches have been started. Even so
with t he closure of the college, we have been a
little over staffed. In order to hel p the budget as
well as fill some needs in othe r areas, we are trans­
ferring six of t he men to other areas .

Dennis Luker has been needing some additiona l
manpower in Australia . Therefore we are return ­
in g tw o Aust ralians to him. They are M r. and Mrs .
Col in Sutcliffe and Mr. and Mrs . Peter McLean.
Bot h are graduates of Bricket Wood and have
been serving in the min istry for some t ime. Coli n
was he ad of t he Agricul ture program but was sent
into t he field minis try with the closing of the
College. Peter is a local elder and has been serving
in Liverpool.

Bob Morton is going to be coming to Pasadena
for a semester of college and t hen be re turning to
his hom e area to be assigned either in Australia or
New Zealand.

David S tirk, R on St oddart and Davie H ume are
going to help out in the South African work. Bob
Fahey needs the help and has the budget , 80 they
can be a big asset t o him and the Work doesn 't
lose their experience.

On J uly I , Marion and I flew to Brussels, whi le
Steve visited the Church in southern Ireland. We
only spent one day with R ay Kosanke but were
able t o go t hrou gh E.E.C. buildings and get a feel
of that hub of European activity. While there we
enjoyed the hosp it ality of Mr. and Mrs. Carlon . He
is self-employed bu t ha ndl es the French La nguage
Church in Brussels. I t was a very pleasant even ing
and they ha ve a most bea utiful home. Fortunatel y
he spoke E ng lish, althou gh Mrs . Carlon didn 't. We
flew fro m Brussels to Cope nhagen where we joined
St uart Powell . He has been working wit h t he
Scandinavian Churches for eighteen months or so.

I had the privilege of conduct ing services at one
of the members' homes on the Sabbath . The next
morning we flew to Oslo, Norway and conducted
services there. Then the foll owin g day drove to
Sanders tolen where t he Scandinavian Feast is
held . If anyo ne has the financial ability, I would
strongly recommend it for t he Feas t. It is an abso­
lu tely beautifu l area . The next day we flew to
Stockholm and that even ing had a Bible study
wit h abou t 20 people in the hotel room. We ha d
on e man prese nt who was baptized las t year in
Pasadena after travelling all the way there from
Finland. Obviously he doesn't get to many of t he
services and greatly a ppreciated this on e.

All in all we saw roughly 100 people between the
t hree services. I had the chance to explain t he
Human Potential and A.I .C.F. t o them. In every
case they were very enthusiastic. We were also
a ble t o report t hat the Scandinavian area has
about a 65 percent increase in income over las t
year.

We hope to be able to move St uart Powell and
his family to Oslo la ter this year . As it now stands ,
he is the pastor of two Churches here in the Lon­
don area and takes t he long t rip through Scendi­
navia every few weeks. There is not time to visit
new proepecrivee or even church members for that
m at te r. We feel that by the first of the year at the
la test he can devote full t ime to the Scandinavian
area and more real growth will be coming 8.B 8

result.
From St ockholm we flew t o Bonn, Germany and

spent some time with Frank Schnee. All is well
there. AU of the employees are bOW rel ocated in
Bonn and everyone else feels it has been an
excellent move.

Tomorrow we go home and will that ever be
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good. There is simply nothing like you r own bed.
At th e same time, t here is no t hi ng like the oppor­
tunity to tal k and work wi th these men and the
Ch u rch members face to face. So mu ch more ca n
be accomplished in the hours of talk than ever
could by letters. J ust let me say fellows, I deeply
a pprecia te the work y ou are all doin g and espe­
cia lly th e willing sacri fices some of you make in
this Work we're a ll a part of . .. . T han ks, un t il
next time.

There are many areas of activity and gro wth in

the Ca nadi an Work . I 'll t ry to pu t them in logica l
ord er to help keep you ab reast of what is goin g on
in th e followin g vign ettes put togeth er by ou r
Office Ma n ager, Do n M iller.

Vancouver O ff ice

Facilities: Followin g the release of the audi to­
rium space, so me offices and remodeling of th e
area retained , we have 5,200 sq . ft . o f office "pace
and lounge with 4,800 sq. ft . of warehouse. T he
facilit ies will accom mod a te ou r needs for any fore­
seeable growth in the next 4·5 years. There are
suit a ble private o ffices and work loca tions for the
s ta ff, and overall work co ndi tio ns will have bee n
im p roved. by the recent changes.

Staff: The work force is made u p o f 28 full-t im e
an d 3 part-time em ployees. Th is is do wn fro m
1974 's high of 38 fu ll- t ime peop le. T he reorganize­
t ion of the s ta ff las t su mmer. a nd co nt in uin g
adjust ments of indi....-id ual effo rts and duties has
provided. t he office wit h a closer . and be tter ori ­
ented. sta ff for get t in g t he job done.

Data Processing: The IB M Visual Display Sys­
tem (termin a ls ) are o n order and we're hoping to
be "on line" with the resident files in Pasadena by
J an uary 1st. By being able to handle ou r own file
m aintenance we 'll grea tly facili ta te taking care of
ou r list for Canada. T h e term in a l syste m will
afford us, a t so me la ter date. the ability to place
othe r applica ti ons of our mail handl ing, receipting
a nd fin anc ia l in form a t ion on the comp u teri zed
format and withou t large outlays of mone y .

Income: Runnin g comfortably a t a 20% increase
ove r last year and as this b udget year dra ws to a
close, we an ti cipate 1975-76 to be about as good.
AU indica tors poin t to another good year .

Mem be rs con t in ue to carry the bul k of the load
givi n g 63% of mail income a nd 69 % of overall

in com e. Co-Workers now number abou t 9,<X>O a nd
represent 25 %, with donor contribu tions makin g
up th e rem ain in g 6 percent.

M ail: T he overall mail cou n t has been do wn all
y ear - a st ran ge ph eno meno n as everything else
has been u p. This is partly due to closer and m ore
im m ediate con tact in the field a nd a remote possi­
bili ty t hat a degree of sat u rat ion of effor t is beg in ­
ning to set in .

During the fiscal ye ar we will ha ve processed
som e 103,000 donation letters , 40.000 ad respo nses,
71,000 reply mail cards or circu lars along with
som e 90,000 pieces of white mail for a total of
304,000 letters.

Prin ting: Wit h 6 months behin d us now each
prin t ing a nd circulat ion of t he P'T gets easier. T he
co py is received. fro m HQ a nd is on the press
within 24 hours of th e U.S. copies a nd into t he
mail bags at t he pos t office wit hin 72 hours. T his
cou pled with sho rter delivery t ime, as it origi nates
in Ca nada, t he list benefits from ear lier delivery
d ates by 5 to 6 days.

W e have our pri nt in g expense dow n to $.034 per
co py and on ce ou r sec ond class mailin g pe rmit is
approved, .....e ·1I cu t ou r postage expense by 50 per­
cen t. Now that ou r files h av e the Canadian postal
cod e on it , we're proc eeding with the tiling on ou r
2nd cl ass pe rmit and shou ld have Ot tawa 's ru lin g
by t he end of the sum mer.

Circulation: Presen tly ou r tile totals are:
English P'T 180,000 ; French PV 58,000; GN 17,000 ;
CC 3,600 ; Co- worker / Member mailings 12,500.

We thought you m ight appreciate a rundown on
the fairs we ha ve conducted so far, incl uding a few
sta t ist ics on the most successfu l ones. Up to now
we have received requests from 44 different areas
fo r public dis play su pplies (PT's, book lets, etc.I. In

UNIQUE FACTORS IN OUR COUN SELLING

Recently we have had quite a number of tapes
an d M.E.T . articles on the art or techniques of

counselling. Many of t he points raised have breed­
ened our appreciation of the subject .

In order to see what was being offe re d on the
subject here , I a pproached our local university to
put a course on for lay counsellors . Qu ite a num­
ber of peo ple enrolled - they included. nurses.
social workers. union leaders. ministers, etc. It was
interesting to hear the various views expressed and
the type of work each is involved in ,

From the lec tures I noted a few observations.
The first one was prompted by a lecture given by a
clinica l psychologis t in charge of a government ­
run comm unity health agency. He said the trend
today is awa y from special ization in counsellin g to
the gene ralis t . And so me of the most successful
counsellors are lay counsellors. Why? Because
they have a natural rapport with people. Many
non people-oriented types carefu lly st udy tech ­
niques of hand lin g people but still j us t don 't have
what it takes. He added t ha t t he more people lea rn
techniq ues of counsellin g the greater the inherent
dan ger of sacrificing their naturalness to the arti­
ficiality of a techniq ue. They become te chnique
orie n ted ra ther t ha n people orien ted and this cre­
a tes a st ilted encounter. Ou r greatest asset as
counse llors is our open naturalness and ou r enjoy­
ment of people. If we haven't got this, no te ch­
nique wi ll make up for it .

Another observat ion I made a t these lectures
was the fac t that most counse llin g tec hniques are
based on building an empa thy betw~n the coun­
sellor and counsellee. Carl Rod gers is vir tually the
high priest of empathy wit h his clien t-cen tered
a pproach . But one thing we should never for get is
that t he majority of peo ple' we counsel with have
God's Spirit . T hat means we are of one mind ­
one attitude - a nd ha ve as b ro t hers in Chris t an
immediate em pathy. Our clien t comes to us not as
a st ra nger , but as a brother who wants us to help
him to achi eve our common goal - the Kingdom
of God. Mos t counse llors in the world are dealing
with st ra ngers who do not share the same overa ll
goal or the same value system. This leads to my
third poin t.

We live in a purposeless world without any
absolu tes. Counsellors basically are direcnonlese
in the sense they ca n' t impose their values (which
after a ll are only one man's opin ion ) onto t he
behaviour of t he ir clie nt. T hey me rely guide the
person to see clearly h is choices a nd his responei-
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bility to make a decision. Of course this is what we
are to do too, but in all this there is no authorit y
or absolu teness brought in with their counselling.
We do have absolu tes and authorit y behind us ­
whi ch of course is the Word of God. Our people
come to us beCause we a re to be teachers of God 's
law - which is our wisdom and our understanding.

We do need to realize that th ere are u nique
fa ctors in our counsell ing. It is important not t o
underes t im ate the good wiIl t hat exis ts between
mem bers of God's Ch urch and their minister.
They come voluntaril y to us becau se we are help­
ers of their joy. In the world , many cou nselling
situat ions are re ferrals from one st ranger to
anot her, someti mes wi t h the idea of getting " this
fellow" to conform to society's concept of normal­
ity. Therefore a more stil ted , defensive en viron­
ment is gen erated .

I hope this has been helpfu l to show t hat ou r
counselling does differ from m uch of the counsel­
lin g given by psychologists or psychiatrists in our
soc iety .

BOOK REVIEW

Liberal Christianity at the Cros sroads
by J ohn B. Cobb, J r .
The Westm inst er Press, Philadelphia (1973) $4.95

Most of us would m or e or less automatically
condemn the view of anyone who claimed to be a
li be ra l Christian . Mos t of us would associate liber­
alism with permissiveness, licentiousn ess , hedon­
ism and social activism. Only the las t term is truly
appropria te however.

J ohn B. Cobb is one of the leading t hinkers in
m odem liberal Protestantism. He is well respected
in the world of theology - and not without good
reason. He has an in cisive way of getting at the
core of things. I found his book to be philosophi­
ca lly stimulating, though t -provoki ng and enlight ­
ening. I don't agree with every view espoused in
this book - but it d id help me to see the flip aide
of the coin. Cobb is an intensely moral, con­
scientious individual - if his wri ting is a true
refl ect ion of his character. H ere are so me of the
m ore piquant quotes:

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" Bu t there is another difficulty abou t this lib­
eral Christian life. I t is also exhaus t ing. Constan t
self-criti cism alone canno t const it u te our exis­
tence. No ne of us is stron g enough for that."
(page 15)

Quoting Reinhold Niebuhr he writes: ... . . t h e
funct ion of preaching is to afflict the comfortable
and to comfort th e a fflicted." (pa ge 15)

T hat's a beauty !
On pag e 32 Cobb observes: " Men are ca pable of

endless se lf-deception , so that the em ergence of
every idea l becomes an occasion for h ypocrisy .
T hose who pursue truth most vigo rously a nd
t hose who love justice m ost passionately oft en
become m ost cy nical."

Co bb's form ula for producin g ca tast ro ph e is
indeed va lid: ". . . to prod u ce ca tast rophes we need
only to con t in ue to think an d act as we now th ink
and act ."

This is t rue of all of our se lf-des t ruct ive modern
society. It's the very heart an d core of ou r mes­
sage!

The boo k cont a ins m a ny oth er profound
thoughts an d observa tio ns . Cobb has th e m oral
co urage to be self-critical of t he libe ral view. He
plainly sho ws its weakn esses while insisting that it
shore up its st rengt hs .

I'm sure we can all learn and be ch allen ged by
this important volu me an d I hope the above
quotes will s t ir your interest so t hat y ou will wan t
t o go ou t and obtain a copy . Cobb is Ingraha m
Professor of T heology at Claremon t University
here in Ca lifo rnia.

" Rega rding your sermon tha t we heard on tape
this last Sabbath, I've had this problem to so me
degree in the past . I t is a very dangerous problem

that ca n come from a long sie ge of other diffi­
cu lties and I've often wondered. what was the one
ingredient present in ou r lives to keep us from
givin g in to the urge to q uit. That same ingredient
helps us to keep our mouths sh ut from com­
plainin g, in fact, to just keep plodding along with
the struggle day after day and not really so ou t of
balance that we see so much to com plain about.

" I know that for me, failing to keep the goal in
mind - to pu t the Kingdom first - has been the
nucleus of my m uch-st umblin g. And it takes a lot
more than just saying the magic words, 'Pu t the
Kingdom first' to understand how putting it last
ends up only with hardship ... .

"And you have another thought com ing if you
don 't t hink you made me t remble when you t hun­
dered ou t Ma t t hew 12:36-37 about bein g m ade to
accoun t for ou r idle words, No matter how I try to
worm out of that one, no matter who else I try t o
blame for m y own ins t ru men t of so metimes per­
petual mo tion - it a ll boils down to t he plain and
simple fact that it is mine, not someone else's. I' ve
never been one to suffer in silence, so when it
see ms like my toes have been stepped on 1 yell
'Ouch' very loudly . I keep forget ting we all are in
so me t hi ng very much like New York's 7:30 e.m.
B.M.T . subway crush at Ca nal Stre et. One still
always ma nages to get to work in spite of the toe­
s tepping. It 's eit her go t hrough that or leave town.
