UTRECHT, Nethedands — The
holiday reson Hunzebergen, =l
Exloo, in the northeastern pant of
Drenthe Province, will be a Feast of
Tabernacles site again this October,
sccording to Roy McCarthy, director
of the Dutch Work.

The resort was first used for the
Festival in 1975 for 220 people
(including 90 foreigners). The man-
agement has invited the Church o
book the resort again this year, Dr.
McCarthy said.
